Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program Update 

 
Glenn County, California – The Colusa-Glenn-Trinity Community Action Partnership announced that they are still 
anticipating 2011 funding for the Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LiHEAP).  On December 10, 
2010 the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services announced that California would receive additional funds 
for fiscal year 2011; however the funds have not yet been made available to Glenn, Colusa and Trinity Counties.   
 
“We have not been given an exact date when the funds for our counties will be made available,” said Lucy 
Hernandez, Glenn County Housing and Community Services Manager.  “We want to make sure residents who may 
be anticipating these funds are aware of the funding situation and plan accordingly.” 
 
Income guidelines for 2011 have also been considerably revised.  Residents who might have previously been 
eligible for the program may not qualify with the 2011 guidelines.  Residents are encouraged to verify their 
eligibility for 2011 assistance with the Colusa-Glenn-Trinity Community Action Partnership.
